Last year, the beneficiaries each received $50,000 for the second year in a row. 
“We are actively planning and gearing up for the 2008 Festival,” said Rogers. “Celebrating our 5th Anniversary this year will be very special, looking back at how we started and how far it has come, we couldn’t have done it without such a supporting community.”
The 2008 Festival will be held on April 25th and 26th and include a marketplace, VIP area, silent auction, RV Park, tent camping and Kid’s Zone.
